Yet, he decided to
return to Novardok! (He also wouldn’t stay in
a top Litvishe Yeshiva (Baranovich), when he
found out that he would have to give up his
Novardok Derech in Mussar). **

After WWII, the Vaad Hatzalah tried to get
displaced persons out of Europe to the USA.
They could only do so for “Rabbi’s”. They
saved many Yeshiva’leit this way, except for
one group. R’ Ahron Kotler Zatzal was
concerned about them, so he asked Rabbi
Rosenberg to fly immediately to Europe, and
find out what's going wrong. It was a matter
of Pikuach Nefesh. e
The general in charge of the DP camp
explained that these Yeshiva students
insisted they are NOT Rabbi’s! Indeed, they
were Novardokers. They stood their ground
on this, since they had total Bitachon only in
Hashem; and didn't want a trace of
Hishtadlus! They were positive they would
make it to USA through Bitachon alone. They
also didn’t want to be Baalei Ga‘'ava, or say a
Sheker. i
Rabbi Rosenberg went back to the general,
and laughingly explained their denial, thereby
settling the matter. A Novardoker doesn’t
change, despite going through the Holocaust.
Bitachon is part of his system.

Shalom Bayis in Novardok
Shalom Bayis was a major issue in Novardok.
There isn't any Kavod to be gained at home,
and your true Bain Adam La'chaveiro comes
out at home-base. The Alter Zatzal wrote
3,000 Maalos about his wife. R' Dovid
Bleicher Zatzal obviously had some issue at
home, since people heard him learning
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Mussar in the Bais Medrash and saying:

If 1 will behave, then my wife will also
straighten out.... **
It's not a simple Shayla if a person should be
advertising his personal problems in public.
R' Nosson Wachtfogel Zatzal once told me
that a person needs to have a certain
Tz’niyus and privacy about certain areas in
his life, even though the modern world and its
psychologists pride themselves with
their openness, and their being so
“frank” and “honest”. But in
Novardok, | have noticed an above-
norm of being “open” when it's
L'shem Shamayim, like the above-
mentioned story.
During their Vaadim, people opened
up to each other to some extent.
This is the reason for their
phenomenal Hatzlacha; issues were
addressed, and your friends helped
you tackle them Ai-Pi-Torah and Al-
Pi-Mussar. Usually, they blamed
themselves for their own Ga'ava or
lack of Bitachon, which the right
Mussar Sederwould cure with Si'ata
D'shmaya. They grew from Vaad to
Vaad. | know of a Novardoker (Rabbi R.)
whose wife used to yell at him, and he would
answer with a soft voice: “I'll try to make
myself better”.

This upcoming Sunday (25 Iyar) is the
Yahrizeit of R’ Dovid Bleicher
Zatzal, who was a Talmid of the
Alter of Novardok, and Rosh
Yeshiva of Bais Yosef in Poland
before the Second World War. R’
Gershon Liebman Zatzal once told
me that R’ Dovid Bleicher Zatzal
was perhaps the most Novardok of
the Novardokers. When you saw
him, you were looking at the Alter
himself. **
R’ Dovid Bleicher had spent two
years in Slabodka Yeshiva. He was
a favorite of the Alter of Slabodka,
and the Alter matched him up with a
#1 Slabodka Talmid, R’ Avrohom
Grodzensky Zatzal, who was ten
years older than him. Although R’
Dovid left Slabodka and became a
Novardoker, he never forgot his close friend
R’ Avrohom Grodzensky, and the lessons he
taught him in Avodas Hashem remained with
him for the rest of his life.

R’ Dovid Bleicher had a heart of gold. When
he came to Novardok, he became the #1 of
the Alter, and he picked up the Novardok
Shita very quickly. Whenever his parents
sent him money, he always gave it away to
the needy Bachurim of his Yeshiva. I've
heard many, many stories of Novardokers
doing such things; i.e., to be Markir your
personal world for the Rabim.
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STORY
R’ Dovid Bleicher Zatzal was the Rosh
Yeshiva of one of the main Novardok
branches, in Mezritch. He was a person who
wouldn’t Chanfa flatter anybody. The “Rosh
HaKahal” in Mezritch was a wealthy person,
and powerful person. He was part of the
government, and was “in” with the most
important people of the country. He was
active in helping the community with Chesed
organizations. He was very tough, and
people were terrified of him. Everybody
bowed his head in his presence. **
He wasn’t known for Ahavas Torah, and he
was openly against the Yeshiva. R’ Dovid
Bleicher once needed a permit, which was
available only through getting this person’s
signature. Without having another choice, he
went to him with his brother-in-law, R* Shmuel
Panitz Zatzal. The “Rosh HaKahal” ridiculed
them, and made fun of all the Yeshivos in
general, and especially Yeshivas Mezritch. ***
Needless to say, he refused their request. R’
Dovid immediately gave him a tongue lashing
for his chutzpa, and his hatred for Torah and
Yeshiva’leit. Then he turned to his brother-in-
law and said: “Come, let’s get out of here. We
have no Eisek (business) with this person”.
Those who were present were horrified. They
never saw anyone talk like this to this person.
The whole world melted in his presence. ***
This made a big impression on the “Rosh
HaKahal”. The next time there was a
community meeting concerning the Yeshiva,
he got up, and said: Although | am is against
the Yeshiva, | still can’t refuse the Rosh
Yeshiva who is an Adam Gadol.
Most of his students had been part of the
great exodus of all the Novardokers who
escaped from Russia to Poland. When the
communists took over Russia, they banned
learning Torah. (The Steipler, R’ Gershon, R’

Nekritz, etc. were all formerly in Russia, and
they all crossed the border with tremendous
Nissim). Later, they had trouble from the
Polish government, since they were missing
citizenship papers.
This is typical Novardok; crossing the border
without any concern how they will manage in
a strange country without papers. Bitachon!
Hundreds and hundreds made it across with
tremendous Nissim, and the Novardok
movement was replanted all over Poland.
Now, the Mezritcher Talmidim had to report
to the police station from time to time. =~
At one point they got into lots of trouble,
because the chief of police misunderstood
them. Many Talmidim were thrown into jail.
Guess who helped them in their hour of
need.... This same “tough guy” Rosh
HaKahal went together with R’ Dovid to the
government officials, asking them to
withdraw all the charges relating to their
border crossing. This is exactly what
happened, and the charges were all
withdrawn.
R’ Dovid was a major Mutzlach in whatever
he did (including winning lotteries!). R’
Shlomo Fieger Zatzal told me that R’ Dovid
was always carrying Sifrei Bitachon (if | am
not mistaken, he had a small briefcase with
these Seforim). Every move he made was
with Bitachon. The famous picture of him has
him standing like a straight-backed general,
with a relaxing smile on his face.
He had a tremendous love for Klal Yisroel,
and a feeling of Achrayus for the Kilal. In the
beginning of WWII, the Brisker Rav and R’
Chaim Ozer Grodzensky sent two
Novardoker Talmidim on a mission to
Mezritch (this meant sneaking across the
Russian-Polish border) to try to convince R'
Dovid (in the name of these two Gedolim) to
escape to Vilna, but he refused, saying that
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hundreds of Yidden are relying on him, and

he would not abandon
them in such perilous
times. (The Brisker Rav
himself related this
story4).

Seeking Lofty Madregos

Question: How can a person work on making sure that his Kavod should not be so
important, and that his only wish should be for true closeness to Hashem and doing
the right thing? Thank you!

Answer: Make sure you’re up to that before you get involved. Until today, myself and
some of the greatest American Rabbonim — Rosh Yeshivos, we laugh together how
we’re all looking for Kavod, high and low. YOU'RE HUMAN; RECOGNIZE REALITY.
As long as you try, it’s fine. Don’t start seeking lofty Madregos.

But one thing | will say. | heard this from R' Ahron Feldman, Zol Zein Gezunt. He
said: Just make sure that you have an island of purity in your life. If everything you are
doing is for the public; make sure to give yourself a little “learning Seder” where no one
sees. That’s fine. So you have a purity, and you're showing Hashem that you want to
be pure. And there, you're hidden.

| don’t know your situation. Maybe you are ready for that, and if so, why not. But if
you're going to start with that, watch out. Many people fool themselves, and if they
are going to start looking for lofty things, they’ll become dysfunctional. Better be a bum
like the rest of us.

R' Simcha Bunim Cohen Shilita asked this question to R' Moshe Feinstein Zatzal when
he printed his Seforim, and he replied that all the Shelo Li'shmah is fine, it's great;
there’s nothing wrong with it. And R' Ahron Leib Steinman Zatzal laughed at it, he said
that the more Shelo Li'shmah, the more Torah we’ll have in the world.

Don’t get too involved in being a Tzadik’el. Unless some people could. If you could,
then go for it. Be Mispallel.
