To make telephone calls just to
have a conversation with the person you
dislike. | know of a Chashuva Novardoker
who used to make believe he needed to know
certain telephone numbers in order to make
conversation with a person who rubbed him
wrong. When you don’'t talk and make
assumptions, then it only gets worse.
This person learns Mussar for hours and
hours, and he told me that whenever he has
a spare moment, he opens up a Mussar
Sefer. Mussar to him is like life itself. He told
me that not learning Mussar is a major
Nisayon in a person’s life. This person has
loads of respect for everybody. He is a very
calm person, and he looks like he’s always
thinking how to go against his Ratzon. He
grabs every opportunity.

Answer: There is a story with the Chazon Ish. There was a woman who went to the Israeli army,
a religious woman, and she did all the wicked things in the universe. She was heavily involved in
the worst of the worst of the worst! Finally, she decided that she had enough and she’s doing
Teshuva. But she felt like two cents, and she couldn’t move, out of shame and depression; she
felt “I'm the worst person”. She got ahold of the Chazon Ish, who could not meet with her, but
through a Shaliach he told her the following: x v> xnr n'2YN '¥iz N*aY NNNN Thinking of your sins
is worse than sinning. That’s all she needed to hear. Today, she is the mother of a beautiful
Torah'dike family with Alleh Maalos.

But while you're still having trouble, you
have to look down at all those guys who Hashem doesn’t test, since they are not such holy
Neshamos like we are. That's why Dovid HaMelech came across as a person who sinned, and a
person who had a big Yetzer Hara. THAT'S THE KING. He is the example for the public.

So congratulations. You are the mightiest, greatest people in Klal Yisroel. And | can sit for a year
LOADED with Chazal’s and Pesukim that underline this message. The Torahis LOADED building
up guys like you. The guy who has a Chatas has to shecht, we “cover-him-up”, and put him in the
same place as an Olah.
