Chatzkel Levenstein Zatzal in Eretz Yisroel.
R' Chatzkel spoke with him for a very long
time (I think around an hour and a half).
Before he left, R' Chatzkel asked him how
much Mussar he learns every day. He said:
“‘About an hour”. R' Chatzkel said that he
thought he was learning three hours a day,
and if he had known that he learns only one
hour, he would never have spoken to him
that long. R' Chatzkel Zatzal once said that
his entire success in Avodas Hashem came
from the tremendous importance he had to
learning Mussar (R' Yerucham Zatzal taught
him this). x>
R' Wainkrantz used to repeat this story very
often, and it appears that R' Chatzkel caused
him to escalate his Mussar Sedarim. In his
later years, he used a cane when he walked.
But one day, when we were visiting him, we
noticed he was walking without the cane. We
asked him “What happened?” He said that in
the morning of that day, he decided that he’d
rather not use a cane, and he davened to
Hashem for this. That very same night, he
didn’t need the cane any more.

My Twin Is Engaged and I'm Still Single

Question: Dear Rabbi Mandel, Thank you so much for your inspiring shiurim.

After learning in Eretz
Yisroel | returned to England and began a half-day yeshiva and college due to my
parents, while also starting shidduchim, which has been quite challenging both
logistically and for my Ruchaniyus.

My brother was able to remain in yeshiva in Eretz Yisroel, and is now about to become
engaged. | am genuinely happy for him, though | feel a small sense of jealousy as well.
| would greatly appreciate Rebbi's guidance on how to be fully B’simcha for my brother,
and how | can be Zoche to my own shidduch. Thank you very much for your time and
Chizuk. Good Shabbos.

Answer: Make believe you're happy. Say all day long and all night “I'm so happy for
him” (even though you don’t mean it). And don’t be serious about this world. You are
going to do very well. You are going to get a great shidduch, you'll have tremendous
Hatzlacha. Make believe you're happy. You'll get so much Schar. Learn a lot of Mussar.
People who learn Mussar are in a different world. This world, all they care about is
Kavod.

Most things boil down to a Kavod issue “They don't like you, they don't this, etc.”
Whatever it is, it’s all baloney. You are just as good. You are a great person, and don’t
be impressed with the shidduch. Make a joke about it (to yourself. In public, say “Oh,
he’s so lucky! He got this, he got that”. But between you and Hashem, you make a joke
out of other people’s successes).

Your NOT success is the REAL success, by being happy with what YOU have. You
have to sit on it for a long time. Keep pumping yourself up “Hashem likes me more
because He gave me this test”. Be well. Kol Tuv.
